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The joy of a visit to Macao, now more than ever before, is largely to be found in its past.
[ts monuments to the present day are often pedestrian, ugly and lacking in inspiration, built
without heed to either their surroundings or their context; the beauties of the Macanese past
subsumed into an often very tasteless, short-term am_i unfeeling now.
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Along with the development of Macao Peninsular for the past four hundred years, Taipa
and Coloane have also been explored for over hundred years. However, due to the geographical
isolation and relatively stagnated evolvement lagged behind the Peninsular, there are many
traditional architectures blending with Chinese and Western styles and quiet narrow alleys pre-
served in these two islands where sceneries and cultural relics can be found everywhere.
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While the development of the Macao Peninsula has gradually evolved over the past four

hundred years, Taipa and Coloane have only been relatively explored for just over one hundred
years. However. due to their geographical isolation and relative stagnation compared to the
Peninsula, many traditional examples of architecture and cultural relics, blending both Chinese
and Western styles amongst the quiet narrow alleys, have been preserved.
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Feeling comfortable in a new business environment has as much to do with bridging
cultural divides as with knowledge about local business systems, rules and regulations.

Besides, Taipa is dotted with dense forest of old banyans, road lamps of classic
elegance, tea-kiosks and theatres, which are a picturesque vista in a graceful classical and a
refreshing style, full of romantic European charm.
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For instance, Taipa House Museum, as one of "Macao's Eight Famous Sceneries”, 1s
located under a beautiful little hill in the Carmel District of Taipa, harmonizing with its sur-
roundings in conjunction with many Southern European architectural styles, such as the sea-
front residential areas, the Chapel of Our Lady of Carmel, the Municipal Park, a public library.
and so on. It is amongst this fascinating scenery that one can discover five light green Portu-
guese residential buildings established in 1921, the idyllic location being one of the most popu-
lar visitor spots in Macao. In addition, Taipa is blessed with dense forests of old banyans, road
lamps of classic elegance, tea-kiosks and theatres, all providing picturesque vistas in a graceful,
classical and yet refreshing style, full of romantic European charm.
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The tradition of the significant cross-cultural place and environment of Macao could be
continued. The rich history of Macao, her cultural heritage and her ability to change and to
preserve her identity throughout the centuries should be encouraged. Perhaps the interaction
and mix of the Portuguese and Chinese cultures, of the Far West and the Far East is not only a
thing of the past but. above all, a task for the future.
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In the middle of Clonoane municipal center in the island, there is Jardim Eduardo Marques

where the shade of old trees and the tea-kiosks in both sides with a gulf-front view, which
makes a beautiful and quiet scenery. Monumento Comemorativo da Vitoria sobre os Piratas
em Coloane in the Park, which looks very solemn, recording a history of the service of Macao
military forces in fighting with pirate oppression. The St. Francis Xavier Church in the Park,
which is a brick building with two floors built in Portuguese style and with a clock tower in the
middle, makes the scene even more tranquil and elegant, catching one's eyes.

In the Park. there is also Monumento
Comemorativo da Vitoria sobre os Piratas em Coloane (the Coloane Victory Memorial), which
was solemnly erected to commemorate a history of the service of Macao's military forces in
overcoming pirate oppression. The St. Francis Xavier Church in the Park, a Portuguese-style
brick building of two storeys with a clock tower in its center, makes the panorama even more
tranquil and elegant, dazzling the eyes.
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The 30-year-old Hong Kong businessman, who had been admitted to the isolation ward
on 21 May evening, also has no fever today.
